• The course will be delivered in Spanish and English. Participants are expected to have a working knowledge of both languages.

NUMBER OF PARTICIPANTS:

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FINANCIAL SUPPORT: 

• There is a support program with the participation of SEG and SGA for students and early-career professionals that partially covers transportation and/or accommodation expenses
(meals and lodging) for selected scholarship recipients (prioritizing applicants from Latin America and the Caribbean). The Organizing Committee may fully or partially waive the
course registration fee for scholarship recipients. Scholarship applications must include: (1) The pre-registration form. (2) Curriculum Vitae, (3) A motivation letter and (4) A
summary (maximum 500 words and one figure) of a poster that the recipients will present during the course on a topic of their choice that they are currently working on or have
previously worked on. Maximum poster size: A0 Vertical (118.9 cm x 84.1 cm). For students with limited experience, it is recommended to also attach copies of academic rankings,
if available. If deemed appropriate, a letter of support expressing the interest of advisors, institutions, or companies in having their students or professionals participate in the
course may also be included. All documentation must be submitted by email as a single PDF file to the contact address, following the same deadline as the pre-registration period.

SELECTION CRITERIA: 

• The selection of scholarship recipients is carried out by the Organizing Committee. Scholarships are awarded based on academic and professional merit, as well as financial
need. The scientific quality and originality of the summary required for the scholarship application are key evaluation criteria. The applicant’s personal contribution to the work
to be presented as a poster must be clearly demonstrated. The institutional affiliation of applicants (universities, research centers, geological surveys, public agencies,
companies, etc.) and their professional role within the institution should ensure an adequate multiplier effect and added value to participation in the course. In the scholarship
selection process, preference will be given to the participation of women and early-career geoscientists. A proper regional balance will also be considered in the allocation of
these awards. Priority will be given to candidates who have not received scholarships in previous years.
